A Contestant could be selected to participate as a delegate "at large" if there is no competition for her state, region or country.
*
Contestant will be subject to a registration fee and or a sponsor fee. Fees may vary for each state and or country. Furthermore
Contestant may not be a “National” title holder with any other Pageant System, as of June 1 of competition year.
